The course has 3 modules with 21 chapters and will be offered in
three months. Each month will have 7 chapters. Video presentations
and reading materials on each chapter covered under the
programme will be provided to the students. The course will cover
biology and management of rodents, mosquitoes, cockroaches,
bedbugs, flies, termites, storage pests and weeds identification and
management.
